First reading of ordinance re: Repeal and recreate Section 1.08(1)(a) and (b) of the Municipal Code – Salaries of Elected Officials was presented. Abeyta/Schlicht to read in title only. City Attorny Nesbitt confirmed that only a simple majority was needed to pass this item. Roll call: Lodl, Abeyta, Stutting, Fett, and Schlicht voted aye. Vandertie voted no. Carried.
First reading of ordinance re: Amend Section 8.095(4)(c)3 of the Municipal Code – Alcohol Public Consumption Permit was presented. Abeyta/Fett to read in title only and adopt. Carried.

A CDBG Grant for West Waterfront Redevelopment Plan Implementation, adopting of Authorizing Resolution, and adoption of Resolution Adopting a Citizen Participation Plan was presented. City Administrator McNeil gave a brief overview noting that the passage of the resolution would allow the City to apply for the grant and that no money would be spent for the submission of the application.
